What Recruiters/ Conference goers expect…

· Professionals

· Educated students

· Prepared individuals

· People looking to connect and build their network

How to prepare yourself before the interview…

· Bring copies of your resumes

· Reference lists

· Letters of recommendation (from professors, advisors, personal)

· Bring a pencil, pen, notepad for notes and a question to ask the company

· Immigrant work authorization papers

· Bring breathe mints

· Any information required on job applications

· Dress properly- shirt, pants, jacket and tie for men, shirt, pants and jackets for women

· Do your homework before the interview- know what the company does/ how they operate.

· Practice answering common interview questions

· Prepare to negotiate salaries

· Arrange your work samples, important papers, and a copy of your resume in your portfolio. 

What to do as an interviewee…

· Always be on time: EARLY!

· Turn your cell phone off; not on vibrate

· Write a thank you note and send it ASAP!

· At business Receptions-hold your drink in your left hand so that your right hand is dry and available for handshakes.

What to do at the interview…

· Smile, immediately offer an firm handshake

-Introduce yourself = “I’m pleased to meet you.”

-Be polite and conservative

· Read the mood of the “room”

-If the interviewer is formal, you should be too!

-If casual, relax, but not too much; take nothing for granted

· Take a seat

-Wait to be told to take a seat or ask if you may, then say thank you

· Sit with good posture

· Avoid fidgeting

· ASK Question!!!

· Avoid frivolous questions

· Neat attire, body language, manners

· Remember that thank you letter

· Be prepared to attend 2 or 3 interviews at the same company, be patient- follow up letters are good!

-Standard to contact them: 48hrs to a week after they said they would contact you.
